	Have you ever wondered what Anthropology is? Anthropology is the study of both human history and current humans. There are four branches to Anthropology, Biological or Physical Anthropology, Linguistic Anthropology, Archeology, and Cultural Anthropology. Anthropology is also a part of Sociology, which is the study of human society, Psychology, which is studying the mind and behavior, essentially, and Biology, which is studying life and organisms. Biological Anthropology is the study of human evolution and the variations of us as we were evolving. It is believed that the first 2-legged human being was found on Africa, and early variations of us had big jaws and lots of muscle around the jaw area to chew hard-to-chew things that present humans (Homo Sapiens) probably cannot chew. Some other variations of us also had smaller brains, for Homo Neanderthals had only 1200cc of brain capacity, whereas Homo Sapiens (us) have more than 1300cc of brain capacity. Jobs involving Biological Anthropology include Forensics, Researching, Teaching, being a museum curator, and analyzing ancient DNA, and if you want to continue human studies, you can donate your body to science to have it analyzed.
Linguistic Anthropology is the study of languages and how they relate to cultures and impact social life. Archeology is digging for objects from the past and studying them to know our past, and the oldest tool found is a tool that is 3.3 million years old. Past objects also include humans, most include mummies, but there are also bog bodies. Bog bodies are found in bogs and can’t decompose as well because of how acidic bog acid is.
